The purpose of the Global Studies Program is to create a liberal atts program of studies
with a global perspective and to meet the demand for students who are globally aware and
who demonstrate intercultural competence. In addition, we propose to transform our
students’ frames of reference through knowledge of human cultures and history in order to
guide the students to be inclusive, open, reflective, and capable of change. The students who
earn this degree will study the political, philosophical, religious, environmental, historical,
physical, geographical and hinguistic forces at work in culture and history.

In additdon to the General Education requirements for the AALA, this program featurces a
course of study in which the additional required credit hours include courses in geography,
art, foreign language, communication, and cultural anthropology.
