A certified surgical technologist {ST) serves the patient’s interest primarily by providing
assistance to the surgeon. The surgical technologist’s primary task during an operative
procedure is to anticipate the intraoperative needs of the surgeon and surgical patient.
Students in this program must be well grounded in the basic sciences, especially
anatomy, microbiology, and pathophysiology. The surgical technologist contributes to
global patient care by serving as a team member who monitors the surgical environment
along with the other team members.

One year ago, WCC reached out to our local community asking to suggest educational
programs. Several health care facilities requested that the Central Processing and
Distribution (CPD) certificate and surgical technology (ST) programs be developed.
Since then, three hospitals (Chelsea, SIMH and U of M) provided detailed information
about the need for the program and employment opportunities. They have also
volunteered to be part of a community advisory committee and will also provide
clinical experiences for our students.

Approximately 24 students will be enrolled in the fall semester. Because these
prerequisites are required for the nursing program, many of these students may be
WCC students who are on a wait list.
