1. LB
SUR 101 Introduction to Sterile Processing (CC) – recommend for approval with proviso that variable credit hours are fixed. 
Question of reading & writing level – this program and these courses were recommended for approval based on the discussion with faculty. While this should not be considered precedent-setting, we make it cautiously based on the certification exam being at a reduced reading level. We encourage the faculty member to continue to assess student success based on reading level.

SUR 108 Sterile Processing Clinical (CC) – recommend for approval with suggestion that Objective 7 is revised to refer to “demonstrate effective verbal communication skills.”

3. FA  COM 101 Fundamentals of Speaking (CAR) – nice job aggregating data, consider using a speech from later in the semester as the assessment tool.
4. FA  DEN 108 Dental Radiography (CAR) – awesome job, set the bar for quality assessment! Good action plan for clinical, and plan for frequently missed question was fantastic.
5. FA  DEN 110 Basic Clinical Dental Assisting (CAR) – great job!
6. FA  DEN 112 Dental Materials (CAR) – wonderful!
7. FA  HVA 108 Residential HVAC Competency Exams & Codes (CAR) – short, sweet, and effective; thanks for including both the average score and the percentage of students scoring the minimum standard of success.
8. FA  HVA 201 Energy Audits (CAR) – consider raising standard of success to 75%. 
9. FA  PLS 241 Guns, God and Ganja: U.S. Federalism (CAR) – suggest adding a plan for assessing Outcome #2 as an intended change or reviewing Outcome #2 and possibly removing it; please consistently include percentages for the standard of success.
10. FA  VID 105 Foundations in Digital Video I (CAR) – nice job on report; detailed item analysis and excellent reflection on changing the tool to a hands-on assessment. Dan’s hard work paid off!
11. FA  ASV 251 Engine Diagnosis and Repair (CAR) – Outcome #1 – in the future, a skipped question should be counted as a failure. Outcome #2 – only one question used; suggest finding more questions in the future. Glad to see your plan use a performance-based tool. Outcome #3 – needs a practical assessment, as you have proposed. Excellent job on action plan!
