Discussion

A. HLC Assessment Academy – Julie Morrison

Julie Morrison was present to answer questions for the committees concerning the program assessment cycle. The HLC will not define what the ideal length is; it is up to each institution to decide. The most successful schools usually operate on a cycle between 1-4 years, but whatever the length is, it must have a strong rationale. Two handouts were distributed: one on criteria for accreditation and assumed practices, and another on Core Component 4.B.
Next steps include bringing the question of program assessment cycle length to the department chairs’ meeting, asking for faculty feedback, asking other schools in the Assessment Academy cohort what they are doing in regards to this issue, and updating the program assessment plan form to include space for the program description.

Analysis should be separated since assessment questions were changed throughout years included in report; lost meaning of standard of success. Excellent suggestions for classroom level changes.
